Headings: Level 1 headings should be centered (and in bold, font 14), and Level 2 and 3 headings should be left-aligned (and in bold or bold italic, respectively, font 12). Level 4 and 5 headings are indented like regular paragraphs.

· The main text needs to have sections with subsections (you dont have to numerate them).

The research paper needs to have an introduction highlighting the problem, applied method, presentation of achieved results, discussion, concluding remarks, and literature.

At the end of the paper the authors have to list the used literature during the writing of the paper.  Citation of chapters in the book, arcticles in magazines, and web documents realize according to usuall APA standards - https://apastyle.apa.org/style-grammar-guidelines/references/examples
· During citation, APA standards of citation are to be used, For example: (Avramović, 2011), (Špírková et al., 2009), (Peterlin i Mladenović, 2007, str. 187), (Zavod za statistiku Republike Srpske, 2009), (Pearlin & Schooler, 2011)…..
· Used units of literature are listed in alphabetical order.
TABLES AND FIGURES 
· Table and figure numbers (in bold), titles (in italics), and written in plain font above the table or figure, with center alignment. 
· Larger tables and images can be displayed vertically on a separate page. The data source for the table or figure is written below the table or figure, in left alignment. The size of the tables or images must be adjusted to the size of the page.
· Pictures and tables are to be understandable, have numbering and legends.
